Coverage

FSTA includes over 640,000 bibliographic records dating from 1969 to the present with nearly 2,000 records added each
month. Selective coverage includes more than 1,800 journals, books, conference proceedings, reports, theses, patents,
standards, and legislation. Moreover, documents from nearly 40 different languages have been scanned and translated
for FSTA.

Features

FSTA Section

The FSTA Sections classification is a powerful search tool that enables you to limit your search to predetermined
Sections and Subsections. The classification is divided into 18 FSTA Sections (representing broader terms) and 130
Subsections (representing narrower terms) that fall under a particular FSTA Section. For example, the FSTA Section
called Additives, Spices and Condiments contains the following Subsections:

® Condiments and Sauces ® Spices and essential oils
® General Aspects ® Standards and legislation
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FSTA Thesaurus

The FSTA Thesaurus contains nearly 10,000 terms. It features a hierarchical
structure for simple searching that classifies terms as broader terms, narrower
terms, and related terms. With the FSTA Thesaurus, users can:

Option 1: General Search

® \Wildcards can be placed within a
word or at the end

Search for records by subject term, author name, journal title, author, affiliation,
and other fields.

B Use parentheses to specify order
of precedence; otherwise,
operators will be applied in the
following order: SAME, NOT,
AND, OR

Topic

Enter words or phrases in the field joined by search operators. Be sure to search for
British and American spellings, truncate for plurals, and search for synonyms. Click
the Title only check box to restrict the search to document titles.

® Enter rheolog* AND acid* to find records containing rheology (or rheological)
and acid (or acidified, acidity, acidification, acids, etc.).
® Enter seafood OR shellfish to find records containing seafood, shellfish, or both.

® Enter beer* SAME aging to find records containing beer (or beers) and aging
within the same sentence in a record.

® Enter soup* NOT vegetable* to find records containing soup (or soups), but these
records do not contain the term vegetable (or vegetables).
Author / Editor

Enter the last name first, followed by a space and up to five initials. Unless you
know all initials in an author's name, enter an asterisk (*) after the first initial. You
may also enter last names without initials. Click the index search aid link to search
from a list of authors and editors.

® Enter Smith to find Smith D, Smith F, Smith TK, etc.
® Enter Smith A* to find Smith A, Smith AG, Smith AP, etc.
® Enter Sm?th A* to find Smith A, Smith AC, Smith ARW, Smyth A, Smyth AB, etc.

Corporate Author

Enter one or more names joined by search operators. Enter complete names or partial
names using wildcards. Click the index search aid link to search from a list of corporate
authors.

® Enter Food & Agriculture Organization OR FAO to find records of articles published by
this organization.

® Enter National* to find records of articles published by organizations that begin with the
word National such as the National Academy of Agricultural Sciences, the National
Center for Infectious Diseases, etc.

® Enter Japan* to find records of articles published by any Japanese company with the
name Japan or Japanese in the corporate name such as the Japan Water Works
Association, the Japanese Agricultural Standards Association, etc.

Source Title

Enter a full or partial title with an asterisk (*) wildcard. Click the source list search aid link
to search from a list of source titles.

® Enter Food Technology to find records of articles that were published in Food
Technology.

® Enter Journal of Food Protection OR Journal of Food Science to find records of articles
published in these two journals.

® Enter Journal of Food* to find records of articles published in Journal of Food
Protection, Journal of Food Science, and Journal of Food Engineering.

Address

Enter an institution and/or place name from an author's or inventor's address. Use search
operators to combine addresses to broaden or narrow retrieval. Click the abbreviations list
link to look up acceptable address abbreviations for your search.

® Enter New York Univ OR NYU to find records in which the address includes New York
Univ (e.g., New York Univ Med Cent) or NYU (e.g., NYU Dental Cent).

® Enter Univ of Delaware SAME Newark to find records in which Univ of Delaware and
Newark appear in the same address.

Descriptors

Enter one or more terms connected with search operators. Enter complete terms or partial
terms using wildcards. Click the FSTA Thesaurus search aid link to search from a list of
descriptors.

® Enter wheat bran OR wheat bread to find records of articles that contain the descriptors
wheat bran, wheat bread, or both.

® Enter wheat b* AND preservatives to find records of articles that contain the descriptor
called preservatives and either the descriptor called wheat bran, wheat bread, or both.

FSTA Section

Enter one or more FSTA Section or Subsection terms connected with search operators.
Enter complete terms or partial terms using wildcards. Click the list search aid link to
search from a list of sections and subsections.

® Enter alcoholic "'and™ non-alcoholic beverages to find records of articles that fall under
various FSTA Subsections such as wines, spirits, beer, etc.

® Enter (Food sciences AND Chemistry ""and"* biochemistry) to find records of articles
that fall under this specific FSTA Section and Subsection.

Patent Assignee
Enter one or more assignee names connected with search operators. Enter complete names
or partial names using wildcards.

® Enter Kraft General Foods to find patent records in which this company is the listed
patent assignee.

® Enter General Foods to find patent records in which the listed patent assignee is Ajinomoto
General Foods Inc., Kraft General Foods Inc., Kraft General Foods
R&D Inc., and General Foods Corp.
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When you mark records retrieved by a
search, the records are added to a
marked list. Each product in ISI Web
of Knowledge has its own marked list.
You can print, save, export, or e-mail
marked records on a marked list. You
can even order the full text of source
articles.

Click the Marked List button in the
toolbar of any FSTA page to access
the View Marked Records page.
Before selecting an option, follow
these steps:

1. Clear the check box next to each
record that you do not want to
include in the output, and then
click Submit Selections.

2. Select a sort option.

3. Select the fields you want to
include in your output.

4. Select the appropriate output
option.

Format for Print

Click this button to format the
records in HTML with field labels.
Use your browser’s Print option to
print the records.

Save to File

Click this button to save records in
a format suitable for bibliographic
management software or for another
application such as a spreadsheet.

Export to Reference Software

Click this button to export records
directly into EndNote®, ProCite®, or
Reference Manager®.

E-mail

Click this button to e-mail the
selected records to a colleague or
to yourself. Optionally, enter a

return e-mail address and a note
to accompany the records.
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Identifying Codes

Search by accession number, ISSN identifier, ISBN identifier, or patent number. Enter one or more codes connected
with search operators. Enter complete codes or partial codes using wildcards.

® Enter 2003-Av1028 to find this record with this accession number.
B Enter 0015-6639 to find records that have this ISSN identifier.

® Enter 1-56676* to find records that begin with this ISBN identifier such as 1-56676-892-6, 1-56676-929-9, 1-56676-
969-8, etc.

® Enter WO9520325 OR WO9511595-A1 to find both these patent records.

Option 2: Advanced Search

Advanced Search enables you to create complex search queries using field tags, search operators, and wildcards.

® Enter TS=(soup* SAME vegetable*) to find records containing the topic soup (or soups) in the same sentence as the
topic vegetable (or vegetables).

® Enter TI=(sanit* AND (fruit* OR vegetable*)) to find records containing the terms sanitary, sanitize, or sanitizing
and either the terms fruit (or fruits) and/or vegetable (or vegetables) in the title of an article.

® Enter SO=(Food Science and Technology) AND TS=soybean* to find records of articles that appear in this journal
that also contains the Topic term soybean (or soybeans).
Option 3: Combine Searches

You can combine your General Search and Advanced Search queries to refine the results of your search. These set
combinations are simply two or more search queries that are combined to form a single query. Remember to include
a number sign (#) before each set number.

® Enter #1 AND #2 to create a new set consisting of records that are in both sets 1 and 2.
® Enter #2 OR #3 to create a new set consisting of records that are in either set 2 or set 3.

® Enter #2 NOT #3 to create a new set consisting of records in set 2 that are not in set 3.
